Keywords: All keywords are to be listed here. Use the format used in the Abstract section above.
1. INTRODUCTION

Following the format presented in this template will help the IIT2004 program committee ensure that all contributions in the final publication look professional and consistent. Please read through the following instructions before preparing the final version of your paper.
Submitted papers should not exceed a maximum of 10 pages including all figures, tables and references. All papers should be prepared on A4 size paper with 1-inch margin on all sides except a 1.25-inch margin on the inner side, with the margins set to “Mirror Margins” for multiple pages from the page setup menu. 

All paragraphs should have single line spacing in font size 11 pt, Times New Roman. Please leave 6 pt before and after each paragraph.
2. HEADINGS

Headings should be in Capitalized BOLD Times New Roman font, size 12, numbered using Arabic numeration. Leave 12 pt spacing before and after each HEADING.

2.1 Sub-Heading

First level Sub-Headings should be in BOLD Times New Roman font, size 11, and must also be numbered using Arabic numeration. Leave 6 pt spacing before and after each Sub-Heading.
3. FIGURES

Insert a figure directly after the paragraph where it is first referred to. Insert figure captions below the figure using Times New Roman font, size 11. Both the figure and its caption must be aligned left and presented as shown in the example below.

4. TABLES

Insert a table directly after the paragraph where it is first referred to. Insert table captions before the table using Times New Roman font, size 11. All tables and their captions must be aligned left similar to the figure captions mentioned above.

5. REFERENCES CITATION & LISTING

Include references at the end of the paper in the same format that appears in the REFERENCES section. List your references according to the citation order that appears in the paper, using squared brackets to indicate reference citation such as [1], [2]-[3].

CONCLUSION

The HEADERS of the conclusion, acknowledgment, and references sections should not be numbered. Proof read your paper before submitting the final version. Forward a camera ready manuscript via e-mail (iit2004@uaeu.ac.ae) to the IIT2004 Program Co-Chair before September 10, 2004.
